Sturt Noble Associates were engaged to work with
Suters Architects to document a unique landscape
on this steep site in Killara.

Elevated timber boardwalks mark your arrival at
Lorne and extend into the central bush garden.
This central courtyard forms the heart of the
development and a range of water features and
sandstone sculptural elements create strong focall
points in this space.

Large massed plantings of native species create
habitat and where possible indigenous plants
were specified. Species are largely native grasses,
shrubs and large forest trees to recreate the natural
habitat of the Kur-ring-gai area.
